The
course will consist of about 25 gates set on a class I1/111 rapid
approximately one hundred fifty yards long. This race is
conducted on private property. Please do not litter and pick up
trash that other less thoughtful people might have left. The
Locust Fork is a free flowing river and there is a remote chance
that low or high water could cause the race to be postponed.
Please include your phone number on the registration form as a
way to contact you if that would be necessary. Locust Fork
Racing would like to thank Pat King for helping make these
races possible by letting use his beautiful property right on the
river again this year.

The Friends of the Locust Fork will again be providing the race
officials for gate judging, starters and scorers. The Friends have
adopted the races and their participation has made possible the
races to continue, support the Friends with your membership.

Some important information and reminders!!

v' This registration package contains the Registration Form
and ACA Waiver Form for both races. You can mail forms
for both races together or send them individually for each
race. Make sure you register with the right forms.

v" We will race deck boat championship classes under the
USCKT rules, combining both runs for a total score.

v' Onsite Registration the Friday before the race will be from
6:00 to 9:00PM. No registration forms will be accepted
after the Friday registration closes. Start order will be
posted by 8:00 Saturday morning. Your Registration Form,
ACA Waiver and Payment must be received by Thursday of
race week or you'll pay Late Registration fees. The race
order & BIB numbers will be set Friday night.

There will be no changes Saturday so don’t ask!

ACA Sanctioned Event

Locust Fork races are ACA sanctioned events requiring all
participants to be members. Bring your membership card as
proof of membership. If you are not a member you may join as
an event member by including $12 with your payment and
registration form. Membership will be verified at Registration.

Bibs and Classes

Bibs numbers are assigned for each class a racer registers. The
race is run in Bib Number order. Bibs must be returned to the
registration table after the race, where the racer will then pick
up race memorabilia (keepsake). Since the Bibs are assigned to
the racer, we know who has not returned a Bib. If you don't

turn in a Bib you won't race again in any of the Alabama Cup
races. Loosing your Bib is no excuse, so don't loose it!

Bibs will be handed out at racers meeting Sat. A.M.

There is a three-class limit for racers. Classes with fewer than 3
entries will not make. Racers in a class that does not make will
be moved up to the next higher class.

Safety Information

Decked and Open boats must have grab loops and have
adequate floatation. For open boats the floatation must be
below the gunwale and not impede water flow. All racers must
wear life jackets and helmets. Racers are expected to help
safety boat.

Awards, Food, and Fun

Awards will be given for the first three places for each class. The
awards will be presented at the conclusion of the race at the
registration area. There will be food served throughout the day
and dinner as long as there is food remaining. The food is
presented by a non-profit organization as a fund raiser.

Fees and Registration:

Entry fees are setup to encourage early registration. Late
registration fees go into effect for any registration forms, ACA
waiver forms, or payments received after Wednesday of race
week. Pre-registering is mandatory! Check at the registration
table when you arrive to make sure your entry is completed. No
registration or changes allowed on Saturday.

Class entries will be posted Friday when Registration opens for
pre-registered racers.
